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Abstract:

This study examines the importance of studying the science of hadith through explanation
and criticism, both in terms of arguments and texts. The purpose of this study is to find out
the hadith "Enjoyment in the era of the conquest of Makkah", a history and knowledge in
terms of the value and quantity of all hadiths and their validity in concluding laws. As for
the research method in this study, we took the following scientific path, including
Examination of the texts we found from well-known hadith books, then elements of hadith
in terms of links and texts, then the distribution of hadith, then correction of hadith and its
application, then the vocabulary and the purpose of the meaning of the hadith, then the
causes of its occurrence and appropriateness, then summing up the law and its wisdom,
then the problem and understanding, and the other is a summary and its consequences.
The results of this study indicate that Mut'ah was allowed twice and forbidden twice,
allowed before the Battle of Khaybar and forbidden after it, then allowed before the
conquest of Mecca and forbidden after three days forever. We take advantage of this study,
which means studying graduation by way of explanation and criticism, as the basis for
developing Islamic sciences in dealing with the problems of the life of the Islamic nation in
our present and future era.
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INTRODUCTION

The controversy between Ahl al-Sunnah wa al-jama'ah (sunny) and Shi'ites
regarding the legal status of Mut'ah marriage is still worthy of scientific debate.
Although the intellectual struggle of both parties has been carried out throughout
history from birth to the present. Many factors cause the difference in point of view
between Ahl al-Sunnah wa al-jaméa'ah (sunny) and Shia in determining a “amaly
(figh) law, but one of the causes of the difference of opinion is motivated by
Thuruq al- Riwayah al-Hadith. One of the differences of opinion - from several
other differences - the most prominent is about the marriage of Mut'ah. Sunni
scholars in some of their literature conclude that the marriage of Mut'ah in Islam is
haram, Istinbath al-Ahkam's conclusion is drawn from several hadiths which state
that mut'ah marriages were allowed only in the early days of Islam when in war
(Futuh Makkah), but the postulate of the permissibility of Mut'ah was later
prohibited by several hadith texts that came later which Nasakh (delete) the
previous postulates. In contrast to Sunny's group, the Shiites view that Mut'ah
marriage is legal (Mubah) until now. This is based on the arguments stated sharih
(clearly) by the Prophet SAW in several Hadith narrations. Apart from the pros and
cons of the two groups above, Hadith Text, Elements of Hadith; list of narrators,
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sanad, diagrams/genealogies of sanad, Tagsim qualification, Tashih quality,
Tathbiq and apps, Mufraddtand the meaning of lafazh, Asbab al-Wurid and
munasabah, Istinbath al-Ahkam and wisdom, Musykildt and tathim wa al-tathbiq,
Khuldshah wa al-Natijah

RESEARCH METHOD

The method used is quasi-experimental, where the determination of the
research sample is adjusted to specific criteria to be studied. The research design
used is a single subject. The single-subject design used is A - B which consists of
two conditions. First, baseline (A) is the initial condition of the student's anger
expression profile before the intervention. Measurements in the baseline condition
were carried out repeatedly until stable using instrument outrage and interviews
to validate the data obtained. Second, intervention (B) is the condition of the
research subject during the intervention. The intervention given was ego state
counselling, and after the subject was given the intervention, it was measured
again using the instrument.

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

Syarah and criticism with the Takhrj method/discussion of hadith on
"Marriage Mut'ah Futuh Makkah" begins with the discovery of a hadith in the book
of Takhrj/ fan al-mawdhu'i, namely the book of Bulligh al-Maram Min Adillah al-
Ahkam, the composition of the hadith is as follows.
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“From Salamah bin Akwa ', he said, "The Messenger of Allah gave relief (law)

to us to marry mut'ah in the year of the Authas war for three days, then he
forbade it.". (HR. Muslim)

The hadith is as follows: Sahih Muslim, based on footnotes, mashadir al-
Ashliyyah (primary source).Dilalah al-tawtsiq uses the book al-Jami' al-Shaghir.
After research by looking for the root of the word "Rakhkhasa" in juz II which
begins with the letter "ra", it turns out that there is no hadith that begins with that
sentence. Furthermore, the author tried to find the root of another sentence,
namely "naha" starting with the letter "nun", apparently not finding the contained
hadiths starting with the sentence "naha". In the following, the authors quote the

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3. Taqgsim Hadith Qualification

The qualifications of the Hadith above can be viewed from three aspects,

namely narration, sanad and matan.
a. Rawi Qualification

The narrators from the path of Muslim history can be ascertained all just
and Dhobith.

The narrators of the path of Ahmad bin Hanbal can be ascertained all just
and Dhobith.

The narrators from the path of Ibn Hibbab can be ascertained that all are
fair and Dhobith

The narrators from the path of Ibn Abi Syaibah can be ascertained all fair
and Dhobith.

The narrators of the Darul Qutni path can be ascertained all are fair and
Dhobith.

The narrators of the path of al-Baihaqi can be ascertained all just and
Dhobith.

b. Sanad Qualifications

The qualifications of the Sanad from the four paths of treatment are

muttashil, because judging from the analysis of birth and death, it is certain
that they meet (liqo) between the teacher (shaikh) and the student
(tilmidz).

Matan Qualification

Matan of the five paths of hadith narration above, because all are the

same lafzhiyyah, except for the path of Ibn Hibban, it is certain that the
matan is marfu (up to the prophet) and there is no illat and no syadz.
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d. Tashhih quality
The quality of the hadith about mut'ah at the time of the Meccan
Futuh was Sahih Li-Dzatihi, because it had fulfilled the requirements of the
Sahih hadith, namely; the narrator is fair, perfect in memorization,
continued in the chain, there is no illat and no syadz.

e. Tathbiq and apps
Because the quality of the above hadith is Shahth li dzatihi, then
automatically this hadith is magbul and valid to be implemented.

g. Asbab al-Wuridd and Mundsabah
The author does not find in some literature an explanation of this
hadith about its asban al-wurud.

h. Istinbath al-Ahkam and Wisdom
Based on the hadiths above, the conclusion is that mut'ah marriage
during the futuh of Mecca is allowed for three days and after that mut'ah
marriage is forbidden. The lesson is that mut'ah marriage is forbidden
because it seems that marriage is not a sacred and important bond, but is
like merchandise that can be released (sold) at any time according to the
wishes of the owner.

i. Khuldshah wa al-Natijah
The most common opinion regarding mut'ah marriage is that it is
forbidden and permissible for mut'ah to occur twice each. The first halal is
before Khaibar, then it is forbidden (the first) at the time of Khaibar. Then
the law of mut'ah is allowed a second time at the time of the Futuh of Mecca
and then it is forbidden the second time after three days from the Futuh of
Mecca and this second prohibition is forbidden forever.
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CONCLUSION

Mut'ah: Mu'aqqat marriage (contract) until a certain time and will end with
the expiration of a predetermined time. According to the al-Rafidhoh group, mut'ah
marriage is a contract marriage until a specified or unspecified time limit.
According to this group, that mut'ah marriage has no impact on inheritance,
lineage, iddah.

In the history of Islam, mut'ah marriage has been allowed when in difficult
and emergencies, then after that the law is forbidden forever. According to Ibn
Taimiyah, many hadith narrations explain mut'ah, which was initially permitted
and then Allah SWT forbade it. Mut'ah is forbidden after the Futuh year of Mecca.

According to al-Qurtubi, all the hadith narrations regarding mut'ah are
agreed that the time when mut'ah was permitted in Islam was not long after it was
forbidden, for this prohibition, all scholars from the khalaf and salaf agreed. The
hadith in this paper describes the prohibition of mut'ah at the time of authas,
namely the Meccan futuh, which occurred in the eighth year of hijrah, and the
permissibility of mut'ah only within three days after it was forbidden.

An-Nawawi is of the opinion that the rajih opinion regarding mut'ah
marriage is that the haraam and permissibility of mut'ah have occurred twice each.
The first halal is before Khaibar, and then it is forbidden (the first) at Khaibar.
Then the law of mut'ah is allowed a second time at the time of the Futuh of Mecca,
and then it is forbidden the second time after three days from the Futuh of Mecca,
and this second prohibition is forbidden forever.
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
